The shelter is currently housing a few
senior dogs. We are sharing our love and
keeping them safe and warm, but they
would much prefer to once again have a
home to call their own.

Panda is a young-at-heart, 15-year-old
Shepherd/Border Collie cross whose
lifelong caretaker became too ill to care
for him any longer. It was with a heavy
heart that she surrendered him to us in
hopes of someone else loving him as
much as she did.

Panda is in good health, with a bit
of arthritis in his hips and legs. He is
on Rimadyl now and feels much better.
He loves to be brushed and is a very
affectionate fella. He has been an indoor
dog all his life and needs to retire in

the same comfy accommodations he is
accustomed to. If his sweet face touches
your heart stop out and meet him. He
loves company. Panda previously lived
with cats and his caretaker reported that
he loves children. He did not live with
other dogs, but does not seem to mind
his shelter neighbors.

Puppy and Scrappy are a Mutt and
Jeff duo that are quite the pair! Sadly,
their caretaker passed away tragically
and unexpectedly, leaving Puppy and
Scrappy very confused and heartsick.
Puppy is an 11-year-old Black Lab who
is spayed and sweet as can be. She
loves slow walks and has a very gentle
disposition. She too needs Rimadyl and
a glucosamine supplement for arthritis.
Puppy hopes that a home that knows

Coty was a
fixture at the shelter and
made many friends over
the years. She served as a
shelter greeter and was my
constant companion. She
took her jobs of empty-cat-
food-can licker and chicken nugget tester very seriously. She will be missed by many
and if she was still here, she’d be quick to give you a big burly paw to shake. Hug your
fur kids often, it's good for both of you.

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MILLY'S JOURNEY TO RECOVERY

Milly continues to astound and impress
us, so we want to keep you updated on her
amazing progress. Milly came to us in late
October with horrific wounds to both front
legs. We don’t know what happened, but the
left leg was completely de-gloved (skinned)
from elbow to paw, and the right leg was
skinned, her foot crushed, plus other broken
bones. After the Veterinarian surgically
cleaned the wounds, we started the routine
of changing her dressings every other day,
and providing medications and wound care
at the shelter. Milly accepted it all without
any comment or fuss.

Milly showed progress in healing — very
slow progress. Milly has more time than
money so we all kept plugging away. We did
the wound care and Milly did the healing.
After a few months of slow healing, Dr. Kraft
at Heart River Animal Hospital thought it
was time to give the large wound a boost
and suggested skin grafts. We talked it over.
Milly trusts Dr. Kraft because she is always
so nice, so we all agreed. Milly had her big
surgery in March. It included pulling some
shoulder skin down over her raw elbow

and attaching it, as well as
removing a large piece of
skin from Milly’s shoulder/
back area and attaching
the pieces to her left leg.
Milly was also spayed at
the same time so it was a
long procedure and a big
day for our very patient
patient.

Then we waited. The
bandage changes and
wound care continued,
as well as frequent visits to see Dr. Kraft.
The happy report is, all grafts took
immediately! No sloughing or rejection at
all! Her body accepted the grafts and she
continues to heal like a rock star.

Saving this sweet kitty has been
exceptionally rewarding for all of us
at the shelter, at Heart River Animal
Hospital, and also the good folks at Dakota
Pharmacy, who compound a special wound
concoction that works absolute wonders.
Milly has a very bright future ahead of her
and deserves to live a pampered life. She
holds no grudges and has no ill feelings

about all she has endured. She only looks
forward to eating and playing and having
fun with loved ones. Maybe Milly is here to
teach us a lesson? And our supporters (you)
provided us the means to make her whole
again. Milly thanks you, and so do we!
